Sentence rules: 
1. EVERY SENTENCE NEEDS A CONJUGATED VERB (ACTION WORD) 

2. To say “no”, “don’t”, “doesn’t”, etc., put “no” before the conjugated verb. 

3. To ask a “do” or “does” question, put the conjugated verb in front of the subject. 

4. If you need a question word, put that in front of the subject as well (quién, qué, cómo, cuál, 

dónde, cuándo, por qué, cuánto...) 

5. I = yo (always ends with “o”)  

Tú = you (my friend), “as” or “es” at the end 

You formal is “a” or “e”, like él / ella, he or she  

Nosotros is we, “m-o-s” is quite easy  

group of people “an” or “en”, ellos, ellas, ustedes, friends
