(with estar as a
helping verb)

Conjugate “estar” in the respective form (note that the preterite is not used for progressive tenses) and
then add the participle of the main verb. The participle is formed by dropping the -ar/-er/-ir ending and
adding -ando for -ar verbs and -iendo for -er/-ir verbs.  Note: the progressive tenses usually stress that
an action is happening right now. The indicative tenses are often used in expressing the English -ing
construction.

The following verbs have irregular participles:

group 1: -ir stem changing verbs: these verbs have a one-letter change (0:u or e:i) in the participle. (dormir: durmiendo,
morir: muriendo, sentir: sintiendo, preferir: prefiriendo, pedir: pidiendo, decir: diciendo, venir: viniendo, etc.)

group 2: spell-changing verbs: when a participle would have an ““i”” between two vowels, change the ““i”’ to a ““y”” (construir:
construyendo, creer: creyendo, leer: leyendo, oir: oyendo, distribuir: distribuyendo, etc.)
